= Testing should be fun for children and adults. It is important to make sure no one
thinks of it as a "read the text exercise" but aa a fun activity or as a game to play
together.

= |n each vilage, a team of at least 2 people should go together. One can
concentrate on the process of testing and the other can focus on correctly
noting down data. Both should be in agreement on the categorization of the
child’s reading ability.

*  While we may engage with other children as well, we should test only children
between the age of 6 and 14. If they are school-going children, they should be in
at least Std 2 and not higher than Std 8.

= Make sure children are not scared or anxious. Help them to relax by first engaging
in conversations - what is their name, where they go to school, who is their best
friend, what is their favourite colour etc. Doing simple activities may also help.
Infroduce the tools only when the child is relaxed.

» Give children time before testing them. Let them become familiar with the tool.
Bring them to ease. Each tester has several sample tests. Let the child practice
for a few minutes with one sample paper. For actual testing use a different test

paper.

= Carry 3-4 extra pencils (and sharpener), a clipboard or something to write on, and
some extra paper or notebooks that children can use to write on (for the maths
section of testing and for the writing exercise).

« For the reading exercise: Start the testing exercise with the easy paragraph. To
assess children’s actual level of reading it may be necessary to move between
several levels (e.g. easy paragraph, set of words, set of letters) until the tester is
sure of whether the child can indeed read easy paragraphs or read words or
recognize letters. The actual method is outlined in the next section.

= For the maths exercise: Similarly, start with the subtraction problems but if needed
allow the child to try problems at different levels. Use the set of instructions
outlined in the next section.

» For the writing exercise: Use the set of instructions outlined in the next section..
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
